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spiritual needs. Spiritual Care hosted 1311 spiritual care visits 2018/2019 fiscal year-

end; down by 11 visits compared to last fiscal year-end due to availability of

4. Patient Satisfaction 
 
Patient satisfaction scores remain high, with all areas performing above target. Below are 
preliminary rates for calendar year Q2 (final results are available on the 18th of the month).  
There was a slight dip in performance for the HCAHPS question: “Using any number from 0 to 
10, where 0 is the worst hospital possible and 10 is the best hospital possible, what number 
would you use to rate this hospital during your stay?”  Our score dropped from 88% to 77%; 
however, the data does not show a downward trend at this time. We will continue to monitor 
this question to determine whether this is a trend that requires action.
